“Dear Editor:-

Being one of the few fortunate people to
possess copies of the first five issue of ‘Adven~
tures Into The Unknown’, allow me to make a
few suggestions and comparisons between your
current and your older magazines. Firstly, as
Leopold Beaudet suggested, your title logo on
the cover needs to be changed badly. The loga
used on the first 60 or so issues was quite good
and would be very appropriate for the likes of
‘Nemesis’. As it stands now, your logo is ex-
tremely dull. Secondly, I am extremely glad to
see you re-enter the hero field. I say re-enter
because contrary to popular belief, you were
once in it. ‘Soldiers Of Fortune’, first published
in 1951, was doing excellently until its format
was changed to war stories, I especially liked
Sheldon Moldoff's ‘Captain Crossbones’. Like-
wise, ‘Young Heroes’ was quite good, although
it didn’t last very long. Your ‘Spy Hunters’ and
‘Operation Peril’ were both well handled until
they switched to war stories. But by far the
best of your old mags, at least in my estimation,
was ‘Commander Battle And The Atomic Sub’.
Kenneth Landau's fine art on the Atomic Com-
mandos added immensely to an already fine
book. But back to ‘Adventures Into The Un-
known’. I notice that while some of the stories
and art in the first issue were nauseating, the
cover was excellent, one which would pass the
CCA today. Page eight of ‘The Living Ghost’ was
a masterpiece in the art of horror. But now that
I've sufficiently rambled in the days of yester-
year, I'll make a few comments on your No, 155
issue. (1) The cover could definitely use more
background. This is what I liked about your
older issues, the use of background. (2) I like
‘Nemesis’ immensely. He reminds me of ‘The
Spectre’ and ‘Mr. Justice’, two early heroes from
the early 1940's, although they were from an-
other firm. By all means, don’t give him any
secret hideouts, proteges or pets to be thorns
in his side. Likewise with ‘Magicman’, although
the two could make occasional guest appearances
with each other. (3) ‘Let Sleeping Giants Lie’
was atrocious. I give it a ‘0’ rating. (4) ‘Let’s
Go Up In A Balloon’ was too good to have been
published by anyone but you,

Neither the writer nor the editors ever had occa-
sion to see these other characters. You're 100%
right on “Let Sleeping Giants Lie”, It stank and
we apologize for it. Like we've always said, Lee
—we respect g sincere critic, even when he hits
us hard!

“Dear .Editor:«

-1 think it's about time someone straightened
you out. Since when is it proper to insult fans
by ecalling them cranks, doubting their honesty
or telling them they are on the wrong train
when they give their opinions of your magazine?
Sure, some of the people are cranks that you
insult, but now anyone who sends in a letter
with negative opinions of your magazine is
subject to an attack. Danny Perkins, in issue
No. 154, had different opinions of two different
issues, so what do you do? 'You insult him
by claiming he was trying to show you up.
If you read his first letter, you will see that
it was not much of a brickbat. He only serious-
ly condemned one story out of the three that
were in issue No. 144. If he had been trying
to ‘show you up', he would have made the
first letter a real solid brickbat and the sec-
ond letter a big boost. I think that you owe
an apology to this fan and all others who have
given you serious ecriticism and then been
kicked in the teeth in return. Another thing—
you condemn all letters that do not give their
address. Well, I've been a fan for years and
I can tell you that many fans who don’t give
addresses are the best kind.

Now, here’s the worst thing you've
ever done, Gerard Geary, in his roundabout
way, stated that he thought your comics of
10 or 11 years ago were better than the material
of today. I fully agree and will guarantee
any fan that these vampires and werewolves
were not senseless horror and they were not
shoveled off. The ‘incompetents’ who worked
on these magazines don't hold johs with you
today, true. Not because you fired them, though.
They passed you up. Most of them now work
on large humor magazines as -illustrators and
editors, drawing more pay than a comic book
editor, writer or artist. I know for a fact that
your present staff of writers and illustrators,
with the exception of Shane O'Shea, Ogden
Whitney and Paul Reinman are thoroughly

incompetent people you have picked up cheap
from other magazines that either rejected them
or paid them so low that they got a job frem
you. Just recently, you denounced super-heroes
as a passing fancy. Well, for your information,
comics books have always featured super-heroes
since the early days in the 1930's, and 25-35
years can hardly be called a passing fancy.
And now you jump in and introduce ‘Nemesis',
I think he's terrible and will come. to nothing.
Since he is dead, he will have few or no
human relations and that's what super-herees
need to build up realism. I hope, Mr. Editor,
that you will quit patting yourself on the
back and at least try to improve. I also-hepe
you will print this letter as I feel I have

made many very important points.

As we remarked to the above correspondent,
we welcome sincere criticism at any .and all
times. True, we found occasion to doubt Danny
Perkins’ intentions in the two letters of his
published in No.154—but insulting him was
one thing we didn't do. May we quote the
closing portion of our remarks about hig let-
ters? “Of course, we may be all wrong on
this thing—maybe you never meant it this way
at all. If that's the case, our apologies!” Having
read our comments, you saw this, yet now
choose to ignore it. And we don’t condemn
letters without a return address—we Tvegret
them, since many of our fans like to com-
municate with others whose letters they read
in these pages, As for Mr, Editor not daring
to give his name or address, have you ever
thought of glancing at the magazine’s indicia,
printed in every issue at the bottom of the
opening page? It's all there as it always has
been. Now, getting on to Gerard Geary. He
had every right to his opinions on the comics
of yesterday as opposed to today—but since
when don’t we have the right to differ with
him? We were publishing then as we are now
and are in a position to know the facts through
experience, True, there were some fine stories
written then—even masterful—but they were @
tiny minority. Most of the writers got by filling
space with gore and sensationalism at the ex-
pense of carefully-thought-out plot. How come
you're prepared to guarantee the quality of all
those countless stories? Also, how come you
know just who the writers were who worked
for us in those early days, when stories didn’t
carry their author’s names? How do you know
where they're working today and how much
they're earning, as against what we in the
comics field are earning? We raise thése points
only in reply to what you've had to say, not
out of any intention or desire to insult you.
Yet you haven’t hesitated to insult us. In clos-
ing, we're proud of our good stories and
ashamed of our bad ones. We have no intention
of patting ourselves on the back because we
know that we make our full quota of mistakes.
